Home Community Care (HCC) Program

Statement of Understanding

The Home Community Care (HCC) Program provides quality child care services for ANG members during their primary UTA weekends.  Care is provided in a state licensed Family Child Care home in our community.  Care is provided for children ages 6 weeks to 12 years old.  There is currently no cost to the ANG parent for child care provided in this program.

Eligibility:

· ANG dual military families

· ANG single parent families

· ANG military parent with a civilian working spouse who works the same hours as the UTA
How to apply & reserve child care:  

· Parents must complete the HCC Program Application, and read the HCC Statement of Understanding prior to receiving care.  The application must be completed in their entirety, signed and submitted to the Airman & Family Readiness Program Manager. 

· Parents must complete the Provider’s Registration Packet and give it to the provider on the first visit to the center. (Please note: Provider’s Registration Packet may be a lengthy process, so please plan accordingly.  The provider is regulated by New York State and parents must abide by the provider’s policies. The Provider’s Registration Packet will be kept with the provider.) 
· Reservations must be made in advance through the Airman & Family Readiness Program Office (A&FRPO) (723-7133). 

· Reservations must be made for each UTA you require child care.

· Reservations can be made as early as three months prior to the UTA in which you require child care.  For example, if you require child care for November UTA, you can make a reservation as early as August UTA.

Guidelines:
· Please note that this is based on a first come first serve basis.

· Reservations will be confirmed no later than 10 work days prior to the UTA.

· Home capacity is limited to 5 children of which only 2 children may be under 24 months of age.

· This program will be offered at no cost as long as we continue to receive funding for it.  

· If unit child care requirements create a waiting list, we will rotate families into the program in order to afford the benefit to as many families as possible. 
Requirements & understandings:
· I understand that I must give the Child Care Provider 24 hour notice for cancellations.  In addition, I must call the A&FRP Manager at 723-7133 or 513-6211 to inform of any cancellation.  (Leave a message if no answer at the A&FRPO). 
· I understand that if I do not require childcare on my scheduled UTA, I must notify cancel or change my reservation as soon as possible but no later than 5 days prior to the UTA. 
· I certify that I, as the military parent, MUST be participating in the UTA drill during time that care is being used.  
· I certify that my spouse MUST be working during the UTA drill and unable to provide care at that time.  I understand that this program may NOT be used to support school attendance, off-duty employment or any other child care needs other than official duty.

· I understand that failure to follow these requirements will be cause to make me ineligible to use the program for a period of 6 months.
